Our original goal for the film festival, which is still our primary one, is 
to provide audiences with the best two weeks of cinema you could find 
anywhere. Our amazing staff and programming team work relentlessly, 
scouring the festival circuit and watching a truly staggering number of 
films, all to bring you a perfectly curated 15 days of cinematic nirvana. 
Along with our Board, volunteers, sponsors, and supporters, we all 
work together to ensure the Milwaukee Film Festival is a one-of-a-kind 
experience for you, our incredible audience.

Whether you’re buying a new seat for the Oriental Theatre as part of our 
capital campaign to help restore our new theater home (we’d truly love 
for you to put your money where your butt is) or simply attending one 
(or more!) of our Milwaukee Film Festival screenings, your continued 
support is what helps us reach these incredible new heights. We can’t 
wait to see where we go next.

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When should I buy tickets?
You already know the answer to this 
one: as soon as possible! Many of our 
screenings sell out, leaving sad people 
who can’t get tickets. Don’t be one of 
those people. Buy your tickets early!

When should I arrive to a 
screening?
If you have a ticket for a film, we highly 
recommend you arrive a minimum 
of 30 minutes prior to showtime to 
guarantee a seat. All ticket and pass 
holders must arrive no later than 
15 minutes prior to the scheduled 
showtime to guarantee a seat. 
Beginning 15 minutes before the show, 
any empty seats will be sold to patrons 
in the Rush Tickets line (see below).

What if a screening is sold out?
If a film is listed as “Rush Line Only” 
online, there’s still hope! You can join 
the Rush Tickets line at the venue to 
buy any unclaimed seats. Rush Tickets 
are sold on a first-come, first-served 
basis, so get in line early. There’s also 
a chance the film will be screening 
again during the Festival. Check your 
program guide for days, times, and 
locations.

What are Rush Tickets?
Rush Tickets are last-minute tickets 
to sold-out screenings that become 
available 15 minutes prior to showtime. 
Rush Tickets are sold at full price and 
are not subject to discounts.

How do I know which 
screenings have gone to Rush 
status?
Every day at noon during the Festival, 
we update mkefilm.org/rush to let you 
know which screenings have gone to 
Rush status and which screenings are 
selling quickly.

Can I purchase same-day 
tickets?
Absolutely! Same-day tickets are 
available at all five box office locations 
up until each film’s showtime or until 
a film has gone to Rush. (Same-day 
tickets not available online or by 
phone.)

I thought tickets were green. 
Why is my ticket yellow?
Because you have a voucher, not 
a ticket. Yellow vouchers must be 
exchanged for green tickets to 
specific festival films valued at $12 or 
less, depending on ticket availability. 
Vouchers may be exchanged at any 
box office no later than 15 minutes 
before the film begins and should be 
converted to tickets prior to entering 
the ticket-holder line.

 
How can I get a Member 
discount?
Milwaukee Film Members pay less 
for tickets, passes, and merchandise 
during the film festival. Throughout the 
year, they also get to take advantage 
of many other great benefits, including 
year-round discounts on tickets and 
concessions at the Oriental Theatre 
(see p. 9 for more information)! If 
you aren’t a Member yet, sign up at 
mkefilm.org/membership or at any 
box office to enjoy these discounts 
immediately!

Can I bring kids to the Film 
Festival?
Certainly— we’re a kid-friendly festival! 
However, not all films have MPAA 
ratings. Some movies might contain 
material unsuitable for children, so 
please use discretion when selecting 
films for youths. Age-appropriate films 
are available in the Rated K: For Kids 
and Teen Screen programs (p. 74 and 
p. 86, respectively).

Cold War (Zimna wojna)

The latest from Oscar-winning director Pawel Pawlikowski (Ida) is 
an impossible love story set in in the ruins of post-war Poland. From 
completely different backgrounds and woefully mismatched, Wiktor 
and Zula nevertheless find themselves inextricably linked to one 
another.
