in 2019 and over 100,000 people to our virtual festivals in 2020 and 2021.
Recognized in 2019 by Moviemaker Magazine as one of the Coolest Film
Festivals in the World, MFF is also the largest arts event in the city. MFF
has served to elevate Milwaukee’s film industry, as well as bring world-class
films and filmmakers to local audiences. It’s a celebration of film, arts, and
culture unlike anything else in our community.

ORIENTAL THEATRE

Since getting the keys in 2018, Milwaukee Film has worked to revitalize and
restore our city’s historic cinema palace, the Oriental Theatre. In 2019, we
fully restored one of the three houses inside the theater, replaced the lobby
concessions stand, and still showed nearly 250 film titles outside of MFF.
After the theater closed in March 2020 due to the coronavirus pandemic,
we began our next phase of renovations, working to restore much of the
theater’s other two houses while also incorporating hearing loops for
improved accessibility. Now fully reopened, we're proud to show off what
we've accomplished in restoring this historical gem.
